CLASS EXPECTATIONS:
 1. Come to class on time. You should be in the room and seated by the time the bell rings.

2. Be respectful of classmates and their artwork.

3. RESPECT ME AND YOUR CLASSMATES! Don’t talk while Mrs. Piercy or your classmates are talking.

4. Bring the appropriate materials to class daily.

5. Use classroom materials safely and appropriately. Destruction and wastefulness of art materials will not be tolerated!

6. No horseplay in the room.

7. Clean your space at the end of each class period.

8. Think creatively!
FINAL EXAM EXEMPTION:
Students with no more than one excused absence may qualify to exempt one of their final exams.  Students with a course average of 80 or higher may exempt one final exam of their choice.  Students with a course average of 79 or below may request that ten percentage points be added to the final exam grade.  Towards the end of the semester, students who qualify may submit an Exam Exemption Form to the classroom teacher of their choice.  Teachers must verify that the student qualifies for the exemption.
PARTICIPATION:

Class participation is an important component of the Visual Arts curriculum.  Frequent absences jeopardize your success in this class as many assignments are difficult to make up outside of the classroom. Being prepared and staying on task is vital component to complete the course.  Rubrics often reflect your effort put into class projects. 
ATTENDANCE AND MAKE-UP POLICY: Attendance is extremely important in completing projects. If you know you will be absent please let your teacher know in advance to determine arrangements for make-up work. For excused absences, you will have the number of days absent plus one to complete and turn in missing assignments.
LATE WORK POLICY: A key component of your assignments is good use of time. It is important to use time wisely in order to receive full credit on assignments. After five school days, ten points will be deducted each consecutive week (i.e. A project one week late can only receive a maximum of 90%. A project two weeks late can only receive a maximum of 80%, etc.)
TARDY POLICY:  

To avoid being counted tardy, students must be seated and ready for class when the bell rings.  School policy states that students may receive Saturday School, In-School Suspension, and Out-of-School Suspension for repeated tardies.  
EXTRA HELP: 

Morning Session
-I arrive at school around 7:30 every morning. You are welcome to come at this time each morning.  
Afternoon Session- By appointment only. I can stay as needed and if I am not available arrangements may be made with Mrs. Madray  next door.
CELL PHONES AND ELECTRONIC DEVICES: 

 As per the school’s policy, cell phones are not to be used during class time unless directed by the teacher for instructional purposes. Students will receive a discipline referral after one warning to put away any electronic device (unless the device is being used for instruction). Students are allowed to bring certain technologies to class (iPad, laptop, Kindle, etc.), but it should NOT interfere with the teaching or other’s learning. 
ACADEMIC INTEGRITY:

Cheating is considered a serious matter.  Any student who is involved in cheating/plagiarism will receive a grade of zero on the material, an unsatisfactory in conduct, and his/her parents will be notified. 
For this course, cheating is defined as, but is not limited to, the following acts:

· Copying anyone's answers to questions, exercises, study guides, class work or homework assignments

· Taking any information verbatim from any source, including the Internet, without giving proper credit to the author, or rearranging the order of words and/or changing some words as written by the author and claiming the work as his or her own, i.e., plagiarism.

· Looking onto another student's paper during a test or quiz.

· Having available any study notes or other test aids during a test or quiz without the teacher's permission.

· Collaborating on assignments when independent work is expected.
